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Remember when talking about our family members/pets we make our 
possessive pronouns plural/singular…

Singular Plural

My Mi Mis

Your Tu Tus 

His/her Su Sus 

My brother : mi hermano

My brothers : mis hermanos

Also, when we want to talk about more than 
one person collectively, and there is a 
mixture of genders we always use the 
masculine plural…
e.g. Siblings : hermanos

Grandparents : abuelos
Parents : padres 

Adjective agreements

In Spanish the Adjective always comes 
After the noun and has to Agree (AAA).

A black dog : un perro negro
A black guinea pig : una cobaya negra
2 black dogs : dos perros negros
2 black guinea pigs : dos cobayas negras
