	Year 10
	Macbeth
Students will begin Autumn Term studying Macbeth for Section A of English Literature Paper 1. Students will explore the tragedy by William Shakespeare that explores themes of ambition, power, guilt and the supernatural.

	A Christmas Carol
After studying Macbeth, students will then focus on Section B of English Literature Paper 1, Dickens’ novella, A Christmas Carol. Students will further discover Victorian London as they follow Scrooge’s journey of redemption.

Language Paper 1
Alongside A Christmas Carol, students will develop their skills for creative writing for Section B of English Language Paper 1.
	A Christmas Carol
Students will continue to study A Christmas Carol.

Language Paper 1
Alongside their study of Section B, students will study Section A. This section tests a student’s ability to read one fiction text and respond to four questions.


	Language Paper 1
Students will study Language Paper 1 Section A and Section B as a whole. 

Poetry Anthology
After studying Language Paper 1, students will then focus on the Poetry Anthology for Section B of English Literature Paper 2. Students will study 15 poems which have a collective theme of Power and Conflict. 


	Poetry Anthology
Students will continue to spend Summer Term studying more of the poems from the Poetry Anthology.

Language Paper 2
Alongside the Poetry Anthology, students will develop their non-fiction writing for Section B of English Language Paper 2.


	Language Paper 2
Alongside their study of Section B, students will study Section A. This section tests a student’s ability to read two non-fiction texts and respond to four questions.

Speaking & Listening
On the lead up to summer, students will focus on preparing and creating a presentation on a topic of their choice which is a requirement for their GCSE English Language. 


	Year 11
	An Inspector Calls
Students will begin Autumn Term studying An Inspector Calls for Section A of English Literature Paper 2. Students will explore the morality play by J.B. Priestley that explores themes of social responsibility, inequality, gender roles and class divide.

	Poetry Anthology 
Students will continue to study the 15 poems of the Poetry Anthology of Literature Paper 2.

Unseen Poetry
Alongside their study of the Poetry Anthology, students will develop their analytical skills for Section C of English Literature Paper 2 as they practise responding to questions on unseen poems.

	Language Paper 1
Students will revise the skills necessary for Language Paper 1: Explorations in Creative Reading and Writing.

Literature Paper 1
Alongside Language Paper 1, students will revisit Section A: Macbeth and Section B: A Christmas Carol. Students will revise characters, quotes, themes and contextual links to both texts.


	Language Paper 2
Students will revise the reading and writing skills necessary for Language Paper 2: Writer’s Viewpoints and Perspectives.

	Revision
In the Summer Term, students will revise over all topics of English Literature: Macbeth, A Christmas Carol, An Inspector Calls, Poetry Anthology: Power and Conflict and Unseen Poetry. 

Alongside Literature, students will continue to develop the skills necessary for Language Paper 1 and Language Paper 2.
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
